    As I was looking back and looking forward, I was drawn
back to the verse which I shared and taught on at last fall's
women's conference.  Earlier  this year the women's
leadership team discussed using this verse as our Women's
ministry verse. We wanted to use it as a guide to remind us
where we're going, and what we're doing. So as I pray about
the future of Women’s ministry in our church, I’m drawn 
 back.
       Like all scripture it always convicts and speaks.  I found  
 myself asking have I been living a life planted & fruitful?  This
verse  uses the tree as an example of how we should be in our
daily walk with Christ.  So are we corporately and individually
planting ourselves at the source of life which is Christ?  Are
we sending our roots toward the stream and source of life
which is Christ & his Word?  Are we producing fruit?  Are we
letting God's Word speak to us and change how we live? As
women we are often guilty of letting life get in the way of our
daily walk with Christ. 
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He will be like a tree planted by water: it sends its roots out toward a
stream, it doesn’t fear when heat comes, and its foliage remains green. It

will not worry in a year of drought or cease producing fruit.    Jeremiah 17:8
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 We go on vacation, have a crazy week of work & VBS, or other things and all of the
sudden we can't remember the last time we had GOOD QUALITY quiet time with our
Savior.  It happens to us all.  We have seasons where we read our Bible but don't READ it.
We’re distracted. We get interrupted by people, things, or our own thoughts. We pray
but it feels off or different.
